TRAY FITTING INSTRUCTIONS

WOODEN OR SOLID FLOOR INSTALLATION

1. Place the tray in the corner to which it is
going to be finally positioned.

2. Decide the position of the waste pipe and cut
out floor as required to suit.

3. Fit shower trap to waste pipe.

4. Before bedding tray into position apply a
weak sand and cement mix on to the floor to
fill any voids between the tray and the floor,
not necessary if using a Falcon, Kestrel or
Prinia tray.

5. Fit the tray into position ensuring the outlet /

trap fits neatly into the shower tray.

Shower Tray

Floorboards / Solid floor

lllustration below shows either Peacock, Owl,
Lapwing, Mallard, Teal, Wagtail or Gadwall recessed
by 20mm into a wooden floor situation

A Falcon tray can be recessed into the floor by 40mm to gain level access. A Kestrel would require only 35mm of

floor removal.
Peacock, Owl, Lapwing, Mallard, Teal, Wagtail or Gadwall
see above right.

6. Falcon & Prinia 1800x700 & 1800x800 trays can be cut to size,
minimum length 1500mm, to fit exactly into the space where a bath
was. Use a suitable hand or circular saw to do this. Use masking
tape to prevent clipping the trays edge when cutting

7. An end plate is supplied for the Falcon to conceal the cut end of

the tray when installed between three walls. Use silicone sealant to

form a seal between the tray and the end plate.

The Falcon has a block fitted to the under side of the tray for additional support, this can be knocked off if not required.

8. With tray finally in position, seal the tray to the walls using a silicone sealant BEFORE any tiles are applied to the

walls.

9. Tile the walls.
